UNICAMP’S MISSION STATEMENT 
 

Unicamp is a Unitarian Universalist camp that is committed to providing a safe and welcoming 
seasonal camp and spiritual retreat to a diverse community. Our high quality Unitarian Universalist 
values-based programs and activities are designed to enable this community to demonstrate a respect 
for our natural assets, for each other, and for the interdependent web of all existence. 
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Unicamp acknowledges that each of us has 
special qualities and talents to share. 
Unicamp is based on a long tradition of 
cooperation and caring in a relaxed and 
respectful environment. Campers are asked 
to help with chores such as tidying their 
dorm, cottage or campsite at the end of their 
stay helping us to keep the Unicamp 
experience affordable for everyone. We 
welcome members and friends from all 
Unitarian Universalist congregations. 
 
COMMUNITY ACTIVITIES : Campers are 
encouraged and welcome to participate in 
regularly scheduled events and other 
activities being run by Unicamp. We offer 
cave tours, campfires, talent nights, and 
much, much more. (some activities may not 
happen during children’s camps) 
 
WEDDINGS AT UNICAMP: Plan to have 
your wedding at Unicamp. We welcome all 
who share a belief in the inherent worth and 
dignity of all people and encourage all to 
find their own spiritual paths.

PEACE AND QUIET: Providing a relaxing 
and tranquil environment is very important 
at Unicamp. Peace and quiet is precious. 
Amplified music and television are only 
permitted in  programs run by Unicamp. 
Noise curfew is 11pm, extended to 12 pm 
on dance nights. 
 
BEACHES: In the spirit of tolerance and 
freedom Unicamp maintains two beaches, a 
clothing optional beach and a clothing 
required beach. During Children�s Camp and 
Junior Youth Week swimwear is required at 
all times on both beaches. Appropriate dress 
is required in all other areas of camp at all 
times. 
 
UNICAMP VOLUNTEERS are an integral 
part of our operation, helping out in many 
ways.

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CHILDREN’S CAMPS  
 

Jenny Thomas Bojin returns in 2009 as our Program Director.   
The Interconnected Web is the theme for all 3 weeks of children’s camps! -! 
Unitarians believe in caring for our planet earth, the home we share with all living 
things. This year our focus will be on exploring the exciting natural habitats of  
Unicamp. Each of the 6 days of camp will focus on a different part of camp. As we 
adventure through camp we'll get a chance to get up close and personal with some of the 
plants and animals that call Unicamp home. Of course, there will be plenty of old camp 
favourites like campfires, capture the flag, dancing, and tie dye. We are sure to have a fun- 
filled summer. 
Special this year, the third week of camp will focus on outdoor survival skills. We'll learn 
all about knot tying, shelter construction, fire building, as well as many other exciting 
survival techniques. Wwe will have an extra special camp out night where we'll get a 
chance to put our new skills to work! 
 
Lifeguards and a trained health care professional will be on staff each week.  
The ratio of campers to counselors is 5 to 1. 
An information package will be mailed early in May. Cost  $400 per child per week plus 
3% tax. 10% discount if payment is received by March 15th, 2009. 5% discount for those 
registering for a second and/or third week and a 10% discount for the 3rd and subsequent 
child from the same family.

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UNICAMP’S COMMITMENT TO LEADERSHIP TRAINING  

For the past few years Unicamp has been steadily raising the age of our Counselors to 
reach age 16. To help achieve this goal our Leadership Training programs have been 
restructured and expanded and will now be run as a two tier program with participants 
completing Part I in their first summer and Part 2 in their second.  
 
July 5 – July 25  COUNSELOR IN TRAINING PROGRAM (CIT) 
The CIT program will return to a 3 week program, running consecutively with Children’s 
Camps. Participants must be 14 or entering grade 9. Participants will observe and participate 
in activities, working with experienced counselors and our children’s camp participants.  
Emphasis will be on learning to be a responsible leader, which involves hard work as well as 
fun.  Contact Unicamp for an application form. Program fee is $1,200 plus 3% tax. 10% 
discount if payment is received by March 15th, 2009. 5% discount for those registering for a 
second youth program 

 

July 12 – 25 LEADER -IN TRAINING PROGRAM (LIT) 
A two week intensive Leadership Training program, running consecutively with Children’s 
Camps and building on skills learned in the CIT program.  The CIT program is a 
prerequisite and/or participation in last year’s programs. Participants must be 15 or entering 
grade 10. Contact Unicamp for an application form. Program fee is $800.00 plus 3% tax. 
10% discount if payment is received by March 15th, 2009. 5% discount for those registering 
for a second youth program. 
 
 July 26–July 31  JUNIOR YOUTH WEEK   (for 13 to 15 year olds)  
Who Are UU?  Who am I? What do I believe? What is Unitarianism anyway? These are 
all questions we will explore at this year's Junior Youth week! It will be a week of 
learning about ourselves and our community at Unicamp.

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GENERAL INFORMATION AND DETAILS YOU NEED TO KNOW
 

CAMPSITES are large and beautifully landscaped, suitable for tents or trailers. Trailers 
must not exceed 20 feet and generators are not permitted. Some hydro sites are available. 
Maximum one trailer and 2 tents or 3 tents. Maximum six people per site. 
 

DORMITORIES have two sides, each with 3 bunk beds for up to six people. Some have a 
double bunk bed for couples or parents with small children. There is a central shared 
washroom in each dorm. Cooking is not permitted in dorms. Dorms may be shared. 
 

COTTAGES have two or more bedrooms, each large enough for two people, a washroom 
and a living room.  All have small kitchen areas. Cottages are priced on a per person basis 
so may be shared. To book an entire cottage you are required to pay for four adults.  
 

MEALS: We do our best to cater to a variety of dietary needs. Meals are about 65% 
vegetarian, there is protein at every meal and always a vegetarian option. We will try to 
accommodate most food allergies with 7 days notice, but are unable to cater to vegan or 
special diets. Campers with specific dietary needs should plan to prepare their own food at 
their cottage or campsite. Meals must be booked at least 7 days in advance. Unicamp’s 
kitchen and dining hall are peanut free. Please do not bring peanut products to camp. 
 

PERSONAL NEEDS: You will need to bring bedding, pillows and towels. We have 
indoor and outdoor showers with lots of hot water. There are washrooms in the dining hall 
and 6 outhouses located throughout the property.  All tap water is safe to drink and tested 
regularly. 
 

CHILDCARE is made available for program participants during program sessions for $10 
per session per child (limit 2 sessions per day) and at other times may be arranged on an 
individual basis. Please notify camp 10 days prior to your stay if you would like childcare. 
 

CHECK IN TIME  is 4 pm - check out time 11 am. This allows for accommodations to be 
checked and cleaned between visitors. Feel free to stay later or arrive earlier to enjoy the 
grounds but we ask that you respect check in and check out times by vacating your 
accommodation promptly.  After 9 pm there is no staff available to check you in so please 
phone if your arrival is delayed beyond 9 pm so that we can make special arrangements.  
 

DAY VISITORS: Unicamp is a private camp and we take the security and comfort of our 
campers very seriously. When space permits and at the discretion of the Camp Director 
day visitors are welcome to enjoy Unicamp between 10 am and 8 pm.  Day rates are  
$10/adult $5/child (5 to 15 years). Day pass visitors are not permitted during the off-
season, work weekends, Children’s Camp and Youth Week. Please phone ahead to book 
your day. 
 

CAMPERSHIPS: Financial assistance is available to those wishing to stay at Unicamp 
and for whom the cost is a deterrent. Please contact the Registrar. Donations to our 
Campership fund are always welcome 
 

PETS: Unicamp has a no pet rule. There are kennels nearby. Please ask the Registrar if 
you need assistance in locating one.
